GENERAL FORMATTING

[ Use 12 point font (p. 8).

[ Consult your professor for their desired font type (e.g. Times New Roman, Calibri, etc). Ensure

titles and section headings use the same font as the body text (p. 8).
Set all margins to 1 inch (p. 8).
Ensure all indentations are ¥z inch (p. 9).

All text should be double-spaced (except for block quotes and bibliography entries) (p. 8).

On the first page of the main text, place the page number at the bottom center of the page. On

every subsequent page of the main text, place the page number in the top right corner.

O Likewise, on the first page of the bibliography, place the page number at the bottom center of
the page, and on subsequent pages of the bibliography, place the page number in the top right
corner (p. 8).

[ Create a 2 inch margin at the top of the title page (p. 9).
Separate title page elements 2 inches from one another (p. 9).
Include the name of your institution (p. 12).

1 If you cite more than one work by the same author, notes after the first instance should include
the surname of the author and the name of the work (p. 10).
